All contestants must have a sponsor who is approved by the Pow Wow Committee prior to tickets issued.

Must be of Native American descent, be between 2 -17 years old;

Must be drug and alcohol free;

All contestants should make every effort to be available to attend all Sierra Mono Museum Events and Functions for
10/11 year including, but not limited to: Indian Fair Days & Pow Wow, SMM annual Membership Dinner in
November, North Fork Logger’s Jamboree Parade, SMM Open House;

Should circumstances warrant, registration and/or loss of reigning position will result in the crown or headband
being handed down to next runner up;

The reigning contestant will be provided with the headband or crown to own after their one year reign;

Pre-sale tickets will be sold for the Sierra Mono Museum Indian Fair Days to determine the winner of each category;
All qualifying contestants will receive 15% of their ticket sales; all tickets must be turned in neatly and match funds.

Ticket books will be issued in sequence;

All monies and tickets must be turned in by 6:00 pm August 1, 2011 at the Sierra Mono Museum. All monies and
tickets turned in after the deadline will not be counted towards the contest.
